BOARD OF REVIEW

UNAPPROVED MINUTES March 2, 2010
The Lake Township Board of Review was called to order at 4:00 p.m. Tuesday, March 2, 2010 to receive the 2010 Assessment Roll, at the Lake Township Hall located at 4988 W. Kinde Road, Caseville, MI  48725.

The meeting was called to order by Louis Bushey with the following members in present: Leonard Pilato and William Osborne.  Also in attendance was Jo Wolschlager, Assessor, along with 4 guests.
Motion was made by Bill Osborne and second by Leonard Pilato to elect Lou Bushey as Chairman of Board of Review, Lake Township.  All Ayes.  Motion carried.
Motion was made by Louis Bushey to elect Lisa Konke as acting recording secretary, seconded by Osborne.  All ayes.  Motion carried.
Wolschlager presented the 2010 Assessment Roll to the members and noted that she as requested, it is in printed format.  She also stated that the Residential assessments were mailed out on Monday the March 1st by the County and the Agricultural and Commercial were mailed Saturday, February 27, by herself.
Louis Bushey stated Robert Hyzer or Dale Hartsell are going to be assisting property owners in signing in and filling out the L4035 forms as they arrive.
Wolschlager stated that the rates for wooded properties vary and the Board of Review should expect big variations in those areas.
Wolschlager stated that economic factors were reduced in most neighborhoods.
Wolschlager stated there was an approximate 12% decrease in land value across Lake Township.  The 2010 sales study is for the period of October 1, 2008 – September 30, 2009.  This study was turned over to the Board.
Jo Wolschlager also stated that there were only 13 sales of residential classed properties for that time frame.  The assessed value is showing an 8.5 million dollar reduction.
Bill Osborne discussed time limits on assessment review sessions.  And that he feels a 10 minute limit is sufficient.  Motion by Bushey, seconded by Len. All ayes.  Motion carried.
Lou Bushey stated that it would be a violation of the Open Meetings Act for 2 members to go and view properties.  If a parcel needs to be visited only one member at a time will be able to go.

Jo Wolschlager presented file with split properties to the Board and discussed how properties were uncapped.  Also, of the building permits and construction reports, the majority of these being re-roof jobs, which is classified as maintenance.
Motion to adjourn at 5:45pm by Len Pilato, seconded by Bill Osborne. All ayes.  Motion carried.
